Uz STCW konvencijas balstitas Juras tiesibu macibu programmas jurniecibas
studentiem uzlaboSana un saskanosana Splita notika otra darba grupas
sanaksme

No 2023. gada 10.-11. julijam Splitas universitates Jirniecibas studiju fakultaté, Splita notika otra darba
grupas sanaksme “Jiras tiesibu studiju kursu macibu rezultatu analize un uzlabosSana saskana ar STCW
konvenciju” Marelaw projekta ietvaros. MareLaw projekts ir Erasmus+ projekts KA2 (Sadarbibas
partneriba augstakaja izglitiba) un ta pilns nosaukums ir “Uz STCW konvencijas balstitas Jaras tiesibu
macibu programmas jrniecibas studentiem uzlabosana un saskanosana”.

Divu sanaksmes dienu laika projekta dalibnieki no Splitas universitates (Horvatija), Katalonijas
Tehniskas universitates (Spanija) un Rigas Tehniskas universitates (Latvija) apkopoja secindajumus no
pirmas darba grupas, kas notika Sogad no 13.-14. jlnijam, Riga, un diskutéja par Jaras tiesitbu studiju
kursu macibu rezultatu uzlaboSanu saskana ar STCW konvenciju. Tika identificéts kopigais un atskirigais
dazadas universitatés attieciba uz Jiras tiesibu studiju kursu rezultatiem un to atspogulosanu studiju
kursu aprakstos. Darba grupa vienojas par STCW konvencijai atbilstoSiem macibu rezultatiem un
mérkiem, kas bltu noderigi visam universitatém, kas pasniedz Jaras tiesibas jarniecibas studentiem. So
aktivitasu mérkis ir uzlabot Jaras tiesibu pasniegSanas rezultatus. Otras darba grupas rezultati, lidzigi ka
pirmas darba grupas rezultati, tiks izmantoti turpmakaja projekta aktivitaté macibu materialu izstrade
(projekta WP4 aktivitate).

On July 10-11, 2023, the Second Focus group of Marelaw project, entitled “Analysis and
improvement of learning outcomes for maritime law course according to the STCW Convention”, was
held in Split at the Faculty of Maritime Studies, University of Split. MareLaw project is Erasmus+ project
KA2 (Cooperation partnership in higher education) Upgrading and harmonization of Maritime law STCW
based curriculum for Maritime students.

During these two days, members from University of Split, Technical University of Catalunya and
Riga Technical University have summarized conclusions from the First Focus Group, held in Riga, on June
13-14, 2023, and have discussed about learning outcomes for the maritime law courses taught according
to the STCW Convention. Similarities and differences of learning outcomes at partner universities have
been identified. Also, group has defined desired learning outcomes in accordance with STCW
Convention that will be useful for all universities where maritime law is taught for maritime students.
The aim of these activities is improvement of learning outcomes at maritime law subjects. Results from
the Second Focus Group, just like the results from the First Focus Group, will serve as a starting point for
the future project activity in development of teaching materials (key activity in WP4 of the project).

Uz STCW konvencijas balstitas Juras tiesibu macibu programmas jurniecibas
studentiem uzlaboSana un saskanosana

No 2023. gada 13. jinija 'dz 14. janijam Rigas Tehniskaja universitaté, Latvijas Jlras akadémija notika
sanaksme “Macibu pieeju un macibu materialu analize”, kas bija pirma sanaksme MarelLaw projekta
ietvaros. MarelLaw projekta pilns nosaukums ir “Uz STCW konvencijas balstitas Jaras tiesibu macibu
programmas jarniecibas studentiem uzlaboSana un saskano$ana”. Galvenais projekta mérkis ir saskanot
un pilnveidot jdras tiesibu studiju kursu saturu atbilstosi STCW konvencijas prasibam projekta
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iesaistitajas universitatés. 1978. gada Starptautiska konvencija par jlrnieku sagatavosanas, sertificéSanas
un sardzes pildisanas standartiem (STCW) ir spéka 167 valstis, kuru kopéja komercflote sastada aptuveni
98.91% bruto tonnazas no visas pasaules komercpflotes. Latvija T konvencija ir speéka no 1992. gada 20.
augusta. Tadejadi jlrniecibas izglitibai un sertificéSanai Latvija ir jaatbilst STCW konvencijas prasibam.

Divu sanaksmes dienu laika projekta dalibnieki no Splitas universitates (Horvatija), Katalonijas Tehniskas
universitates (Spanija) un Rigas Tehniskas universitates (Latvija) diskutéja pa pasreizéjo pieeju apmaciba
un macibu materialiem jras tiesibu studiju kursos katra no projekta iesaistitajam universtitatém.
Rezultata tika identificéts lidzigais un atskirigais, ka arT iespéjas uzlabot jras tiesibu studiju kursu saturu
un macibu materialus. Sis sanaksmes rezultati tiks izmantoti nakamaja projekta sanaksmé, kas notiks
2023. gada jalija Splita, un kuras mérkis ir analizét un uzlabot studiju kursu apmacibu rezultatus. Ka arf,
sanaksmes rezultati tiks izmantoti, lai MareLaw projekta ietvaros pilnveidotu un raditu jaunus macibu
[idzeklus jlras tiestbu studiju kursiem.

On June 13-14, 2023, the first focus group entitled “Analysis of Teaching Approaches and Teaching
Materials” was held in Riga at Riga Technical University, Latvian Maritime Academy, as one of the
activities of the MarelLaw project. Full title of MareLaw project is Upgrading and harmonization of
Maritime law STCW based curriculum for Maritime students. The main objective of the project is to
improve and harmonise elements of the maritime law curriculum in according to the STCW convention
in the involved partner universities in the maritime field. Today International Convention on Standards
of Training, Certification and Watchkeeping for Seafarers 1978 (STCW convention) is in force in 167
countries (the combined merchant fleets of which constitute approximately 98.91% of the gross
tonnage of the world’s merchant fleet).

During the two days of the meeting, members of the project team from the University of Split, Technical
University of Catalunya and Riga Technical University discussed the current state of approaches to the
course content and teaching materials for the maritime law courses taught according to the STCW
Convention. In addition, the differences and similarities were identified, as well as ways to improve the
approaches to the teaching of the courses and teaching materials. The results of the meeting will be
used as a direct input for the organisation of the second focus group in July 2023 in Split, whose goal will
be to analyse and improve the learning outcomes of the courses. In addition, the results will serve as a
starting point for the development of the teaching materials for maritime law courses within this
project.
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
