PhD STUDENT AND SCIENTIFIC ADVISOR STATEMENTS on the development of the PhD thesis

I   PhD STUDENT AND SCIENTIFIC ADVISOR OF THE PhD THESIS DECLARES THE FOLLOWING:

1. As a result of mutual cooperation, the PhD student will prepare and submit the PhD thesis for defence to the Doctoral Council not later than in the 4th study year after the conclusion of this agreement (hereinafter – Agreement). Long-term sick leave is not included in this period. 

2. PhD student undertakes the responsibility to discuss PhD thesis with the scientific advisor at least once every two weeks.

3. The scientific advisor provides the material and technical base for the research of the PhD thesis and the possibilities to publish the scientific results in recognized scientific journals.

4. The scientific advisor provides the PhD student with a place for research work at Riga Technical University (hereinafter – RTU)

5. The PhD student will carry out study and research work non-less than 80 academic hours per month, using the workspace and technical support provided by the scientific advisor.

6. Intellectual property created during the research within the framework of the grant belongs to RTU, including RTU owns all rights to the inventions created as a result of the development of the PhD thesis and research activities (including the right to register patents, models and other registrable rights on behalf of RTU, know-how, technologies, trade secrets, computer programs and other author’s works and any other objects of intellectual property rights. If the intellectual property is created in synergy with other projects, an agreement is concluded on initial and planned investments from other funding sources. The PhD student is obliged to sign, at the request of RTU, all necessary documents in order to properly transfer, execute and register ownership of intellectual property rights to RTU.
II   THE SCIENTIFIC ADVISOR OF THE PhD THESIS UNDERTAKES:

   1. To promote the PhD student’s research work by promoting the acquisition of the latest methods, technologies and the pedagogical skills.

   2. To participate in the preparation of the PhD student’s work plan, to follow its    implementation and the progress of the PhD thesis development. 

   3. To advise on the following issues of the PhD thesis development:

3.1. Research methodology;

  3.2. Structure of the PhD thesis;

  3.3. Formulation of the goals and tasks, hypothesis, preparation of the literature review, research of PhD thesis, data collection, analysis and conclusions;

3.4. Time planning for each stage of PhD thesis development and performance of research;

3.5. Selection of a conference for dissemination of the results and preparation of a presentation; 

3.6. The requirements of the regulatory enactments regulating copyright, respecting the rights and interests of RTU;

3.7. Scientific ethics;

3.8. And other questions.

4. To promote dissemination and use of the research results, respecting the principles of ethics and copyright of scientific activities and the RTU guidelines.

5. If necessary, to attract local and international scientific institutions to support the development of PhD thesis research.

6. To ensure supervision of the development of PhD thesis in the absence and leave periods of scientific advisor, if they exceed 3 (three) consecutive weeks.

7. To promote the balance of the student’s workload by performing pedagogical, administrative and research duties, promoting development of the PhD thesis.

III   PhD student UNDERTAKES:

1.To independently carry out a thematically unified, original research, providing new scientific findings within the topic of the PhD thesis.

2. To respect the recommendations of the scientific advisor and inform the scientific advisor of the success and results of PhD thesis research and all the circumstances that could affect the successful development of the PhD thesis.
3. After consulting with scientific advisor, prepare work plan for each study year and the entire doctoral period for the development of the PhD thesis with the following intermediate results: 

3.1. to develop PhD thesis in the amount of 75% till the end of 3rd study year;

3.2. to submit the PhD thesis to the Promotion Council during 4th study year, 2nd   semester.

4. With the permission of the scientific advisor to publish the results of the PhD thesis research in high level journals in accordance with the field of research.
5. To carry out the research of the PhD thesis and to implement the scientific projects in cooperation with Latvian and foreign scientific institutions. 

6. To successfully pass the tests in the doctoral study programme within the given terms. 

7. To attend the scientific conferences recommended by the scientific advisor and to report on the results of the research of the PhD thesis.
8. To participate in the seminars recommended by the scientific advisor, including seminars of the RTU Doctoral Studies Department for the improvement of the general and research skills.

9. To supervise students’ qualification papers, diploma projects and to engage into lecturing activities at RTU. To participate in the administrative work of the faculty. The workload of the administrative and pedagogical duties not related to the topic of the PhD thesis may not exceed 0.2 workload.

10. To respect ethics principles of scientific activity and copyright.

11. If necessary, seek the advice and support from the representatives of the Doctoral Studies Department.

VALIDITY OF THE STATEMENT:

1. This Statement shall enter into force upon signature by both parties and is valid until the defence of PhD thesis.

2. The Statement is prepared in 3 (three) copies. The scientific advisor and the PhD student each receive one copy, the third copy remains in the Doctoral Study department. All three copies have equal legal force. 

3. The Statement may be amended and supplemented if scientific advisor and PhD student agree on changes, coordinated by the Doctoral Study department. 
4. The Statement loses validity if it’s the fulfilment has become impossible or the PhD degree has not been obtained within 7 (seven) years after matriculation the PhD study programme.
