	Nordic Initiative Clean and Ethical (NICE) is one of the main focuses of the Nordic Fashion Association, with the overall objective to lead the Nordic fashion industry towards a stronger focus on responsible, ethical, and sustainable production. The projects that NICE will work on are: Development of a Base Code and a 10 year plan of action, an internet-based tool for sustainable fashion, an updated educational program for designers and producers, a research project on practices and processes of Corporate Social Responsibility in the fashion industry, as well as a Fashion Summit taking place concurrently with the United Nations Climate Change Conference 2009 in Copenhagen.
